1. General knowledge of industry and product-related environmental matters

2. Good process and product knowledge within the relevant product or service

3. In-depth knowledge of the principal LCA methodology 

4. In-depth knowledge of the relevant standards in the field of environmental labelling and declarations, and life cycle assessment

5. Knowledge in the overall regulatory framework in which the concept of EPDs have been introduced

6. In-depth knowledge of the international EPD®system

7. Experience in verifying environmental declarations

· a CV and supporting documents stating compliance with the prescribed qualifications above

· experiences in the field of LCA/environmental declarations, 
· a completed test proving the knowledge of the EPD®system (available on www.environdec.com)

) and
· relevant references, as appropriate.
